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PLI-Global Location Strategies is a service of IBM Global Busi-
ness Services that helps companies making decisions where to
locate their operations around the world. It also uses this expertise
for advising economic development organizations (EDOs) on how
to improve their business environments and optimize their mar-
keting efforts in order to attract and retain such companies. To
keep track of the latest trends in location decision-making, IBM-
PLI has developed a database that registers publicly announced
investment decisions in which a location deci-
sion was likely involved. This database, IBM-
PLI’s Global Investment Locations Database
(GILD), allows very accurate assessments of
which companies and industries are investing
where in new operations. Moreover, since it
concentrates on the real location decisions that
corporate executives are making, GILD is the
most realistic monitoring system of the attrac-
tiveness of locations (countries-regions-cities)
for so-called “mobile” or “contestable” invest-
ment projects, where company decision-mak-
ers are comparing many locations on a variety of factors.

The following analysis of investment trends around the world

ment projects. For the same reason, our analysis excludes busi-
ness sectors and activities that are considered less mobile in their
location choice, for example projects strongly linked to local
resources (mining and others) or fully focused on local consumer
markets (retail, sales offices, etc.).

Generally, the data focus on foreign investment projects, but for
North America we have also included state-to-state investments
since in working with clients we find that such cross-border
investments also are considered as mobile
investment, and it would be unfair to compare
the United States or Canada as a whole to
smaller countries, such as, for example, Singa-

pore or Switzerland.

GLOBAL TRENDS

In 2005, approximately 8,000 announce-
ments of “mobile” investment projects were
registered that meet the above criteria. Some
1.1 million jobs are estimated to be created
by these projects. These numbers are fairly
stable in comparison with previous years. In 2004, some 8,400

eligible projects were identified and just below one million jobs

all recorded investment projects (including the state-to-state proj-
ects), the United States emerges as the number-one destination with
more than 1,200 projects. If we concentrate on foreign investment
projects only, the United States ranks only fifth, with 450 projects
coming from outside its national borders. Leaders in foreign invest-
ment attraction are China (930 projects), India (700), the United
Kingdom (690), and France (660). Canada attracted 180 foreign
investment projects and ranks seventh after Poland (200).

In estimated jobs to be created by these projects, India ranks
first with 190,000 jobs. Most of these will be created in the serv-
ices industry (IT, call centers, shared services centers, business
process outsourcing, etc.). The United States comes in second
with almost 140,000 jobs, and China is third with 120,000. The
top 15 ranking is dominated by emerging markets, including
various Eastern European and Asian countries. In particular,
Vietnam has come up strongly and now ranks fifth with 47,000
jobs. Canada scores well at eleventh, with more than 26,000 jobs

By sector, the strongest growth is noted in business services,
which includes a broad range of private-sector services, such as
legal, accounting, consultancy, etc. While in 2004 1,300 projects
were registered, this number increased in 2005 to 1,700. Most
industrial sectors experienced a decrease.

The United States continues to be the dominant economy gener-
ating new investment elsewhere. In total, almost 2,800 investment
projects in 2005 originated from the United States (35 percent of all
recorded investment), which is slightly higher than the 2004 figure.
Germany (9 percent) and Japan (8 percent) are the runners-up, but
comparatively far behind the United States. Following are the Unit-
ed Kingdom, France, and Canada, which is sixth in the global rank-
ing of outward investing economies with 240 projects. Interesting-
ly, emerging economies are increasingly generating their own

international companies that expand into other

in other countries around the world, particularly India (90,000).
China is the second-largest foreign recipient of U.S. investment
in terms of jobs, but is only attracting over 30,000 jobs. Europe
attracts more projects and jobs from U.S. companies than China.

Following the United States as an outward investor in terms
of jobs is Japan, with 145,000 jobs, and Germany ranks third,
creating more than 80,000 jobs.

INVESTMENT INTO NORTH AMERICA

As can be seen from the global trends, North America is still
attracting a large share of global investment. As the dominant
consumer market worldwide, it has a huge attraction for invest-
ment that is driven by access to customers. Many companies that
expand globally recognize the United States as a prime market
for growth and prefer to have a presence in that market to opti-
mally serve their clients.

The recent growth in investment into North America, as well
as into Western Europe, can be considered a direct result of the
generally healthy economic growth in the most mature
economies around the world. Growth in these economies results
in growth and expansion plans by their dominant companies. In
our daily work for companies, IBM-PLI Global Location Strate-
gies found in the last two or three years that more companies
where developing investment plans driven by expansion and rev-
enue growth, rather than by the many cost-cutting or efficiency-
driven investments from the decade before (much of it driving
the consolidation and offshoring trend). These early signals now
seem to be confirmed by the investment results for 2005, where
we see expansion strategies resulting in new investment directed
at entering or penetrating strong markets.

world. Global competition for new jobs and cap-
ital investment is increasing continuously. With
the ever-changing globally competitive environ-
ment, rapidly growing new markets, and contin-
uing cost pressures, developed and developing
regions must continually define and implement
new strategies to attract investment.

For North American economic development

organizations this means that a stronger respon-

region/country in attracting inward investment is its marketing
strength. Regions that are capable of positioning themselves
strongly as favorable locations for certain types of investment.
and that pro-actively market their strengths among a targeted
investor audience, frequently succeed in attracting a higher share
of investment than those that are less pro-active and/or have not
very well defined their unique location advantages. The recent
success of the United Kingdom and France is likely to be related
to their clear positioning strategy and marketing strength as well.

Within the United States, there was intense competition among
the states in 2005 for inward investment. Pennsylvania jumped
into first place as the top destination state in terms of investment
projects, with 109 projects. In 2004, it did not make the top 10.
For manufacturing projects, it moved from third to first place. Cal-
ifornia remained in second place, mainly as a result of services and
R&D investment. Michigan and California led in R&D projects,
with 13 and 11 projects respectively.

required. Benchmarking and defining a region’s competitive
position, differentiating its product, and then making changes in
marketing and organizational structures aligned with target sec-
tors and markets will be required as the global dynamics change.

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INCENTIVES

Ask anyone involved in a company’s site selection process
about the factors that matter most when making a location deci-
sion and you'll receive a number of different answers: closeness to
markets, customers, and suppliers, and various cost factors,
including taxes, labor, utilities, and transportation. Somewhere on
that list, incentives will also be mentioned, but — in most cases —
it will be in the context of potential offsets to operating costs.

Incentives — as the saying goes — never make a bad site good,
but rather make a good site better. Once final-
ist sites are identified based on a company’s
business needs, incentives can clearly play an
important role in finalizing a site selection
decision and improving cost efficiencies.

Incentives — or in broader terms, federal,
state, or local business assistance — can be
viewed from two different perspectives: From
the public side, they are meant to encourage
job creation, work force training, and new
investment in operations and underdeveloped
areas. They can also be used simply as a “deal
closing” mechanism that will minimize or erase cost differentials
between different site options. From a company’s perspective,
incentives are typically pursued to offset start-up, medium- and
long-term operating costs, and they play a role in the due dili-
gence process for a project.

Indeed, incentives can be provided at every level of government
and can typically include, but are not limited to, the following:

e Income/franchise tax credits

e Cash grants

* Property/sales tax exemptions/abatements

e Infrastructure development assistance

* Low-interest loans/bond financing

* Payments/fees in-lieu-of-tax

¢ Reductions/waivers of permitting fees

Incentives are available either statutorily or provided on a dis-
cretionary (i.e., negotiable) basis. How they can be used benefi-
cially in the site selection process differs dramatically by type of

project, company, state, and country.

THE GLOBAL SITE
SELECTION PROCESS

Depending on the project and company,
the site selection process typically has various
degrees of complexity. For example, manufac-
turing companies’ plants often compete glob-
ally throughout a company’s network of
plants for new manufacturing mandates.
When evaluating expansions or the establish-
ment of new facilities, companies sometimes
use an efficiency/cost differential measure to
quantify the efficiency of each plant, as well as
assess each plant’s proposals for additional
manufacturing work.

Assuming a business case can be made for a number of finalist
locations (existing or new), it is often the imaginative thinking,
both from a company’s and a community’s perspective, that will
make a specific deal possible. Assembling the “right” or most
effective incentive package is not always easy, though. Compa-
nies, states, and communities have to be willing to compromise,
think beyond traditional “off-the-shelf” programs, and work
toward customized solutions that offer a real impact on the site
selection decision. Often, it is a tailored solution that provides a
long-term benefit for a company that needs to be successful at a
location, as well as the community that needs to benefit from the
project.

It is important to understand the different site selection
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dynamics in each of the world’s regions in order to successfully
navigate the process and achieve the desired results. While devel-
oped countries, such as the United States and Canada, may have
more formalized incentive programs, emerging markets may
have more leniency in negotiating an incentive package. This is
not to say one is better or worse, but rather being knowledgeable
about the site selection process, at the start, can help a company

weigh decisions more effectively and efficiently.

CANADA /UNITED STATES

In the United States and Canada, virtually every state and
province offers statutory incentive programs with specific statuto-
ry requirements. However, there are substantial differences in dis-
cretionary programs, as well as in states’ flexibility in how to com-
bine and use these programs for specific projects. The following
three recent examples offer a good picture of how incentives
have been used to good effect in Canada and the United States:

1.) In Atlantic Canada, which was among the locations being
considered as a potential site for the expansion of a company’s
manufacturing plant, a certain net-present-value of financial
assistance was needed to close the gap between alternative loca-
tions in Mexico, the United States, and Asia for a recent project.
As a result of a flexible interest-free loan program developed by
the Atlantic Canada Opportunities Agency, a federal economic
development agency, the company was able to meet its operating
cost requirements by extending the term of its loan and stretch-
ing repayment to later years. This ensured that the loan’s present
value was increased significantly, allowing the company to close
the gap between other locations, and ultimately securing the
expansion project for Canada.

2.) In the United States, incentives played a key role in bring-
ing two recent automotive company expansions to Alabama and
Georgia, as the states agreed to establish training centers and cus-
tomized training programs to ensure a constant flow of qualified
workers for the companies involved. Even though the establish-
ment of a training center goes beyond the typical reimbursement
of a company’s qualified worker training expenses, it offers a
“win-win” for both company and community by ensuring avail-
ability of labor and providing opportunities for residents.

3.) The state of New York recently made some enhancements
to its Enterprise Zones program, illustrating another unique
incentives approach. Enterprise Zones typically offer a host of

benefits, from property and sales tax abatements/exemptions to

investment tax credits or refunds, etc. But what if companies
considering certain locations are close to a zone, but not in one?
In some cases, communities have expanded the boundaries of
a zone if a company’s preferred site was close enough. The state
of New York went a step further: It expanded the Empire Zone
Program and now allows zones to be designated for “regionally
significant” projects anywhere in the state if projects are part of
targeted industry sectors and meet certain certification require-

ments, such as job creation and investment.

EUROPE

In Europe, and other parts of the world, incentives are very
specific to a country or region. Understanding the process in
each country can provide opportunities for creative incentive
solutions for site selection projects.

Within the 25-member countries of the European Union (EU),
the use of incentives is governed by the European Commission
(EO) in Brussels. The EC sets ceilings for the amount of incentives
that can be provided in any location within the EU, based on the
location’s per capita income relative to the EU average.

This means that the level of incentives allowed is higher in the
less affluent regions of the EU, which include the central and east-
ern European countries that joined in 2004. The ceilings are
expressed in percentage terms, and incentives may usually not
exceed a certain proportion of a project’s capital expenditure or of
the payroll for newly created jobs within a certain period.

This system may seem simple, apparently leaving little room
for variation or creativity. However, it can also be deceptive.
Many companies take regulations at face value, believing that “if
we invest in Poland or Hungary, we will get 35 percent or more
back in cash grants.”

Two important points need to be understood to make sense of
incentives in the EU. First, the ceilings are limits intended to
level the playing field among regions in the EU. However, no
company or investment project is guaranteed any amount of
incentives. Even in locations where the incentive ceiling is high, a
project may not qualify for incentives or may receive an amount
well below the maximum allowed.

Some countries, such as Estonia, hardly provide any incen-
tives at all, even though under EC regulations they are allowed to
do so. Additionally, each country has a large variety of incentive
programs, both nationally and regionally, which need to be

negotiated and applied for separately. In other words, there may

be just as much scope for creativity in crafting an incentives
package in the EU, provided that the total value of the package
does not exceed the ceiling set by the EC.

OTHER PARTS OF THE WORLD

In other parts of the world, the nature of available incentives
often depends on a combination of two factors: the political
structure of the country and the financial ability of the govern-
ment to support companies. In India, for example, the individual
states have a high degree of political autonomy, and are increas-
ingly competing for foreign direct investment internationally and
between one another. While they are free to offer their own
incentives packages, few of the states have the budgetary means
to provide much in the way of direct support such as grants.

In Russia, which has a similar federal structure, economic pol-
icy is highly centralized and even the wealthier regions are pro-
hibited by law from providing anything to potential investors
beyond some limited regional tax abatements.

The potential for creativity is greater in smaller,
highly centralized and wealthy states such as Singa-
pore, or some of the Gulf States. In these locations,
decisions can be made quickly and financial support for
the right projects can be significant. Because these
countries are keen to diversify their economies, they
may even take a direct financial interest in projects that
reflect their economic development priorities.

However, many developing countries lack the finan-
cial means to provide such support and their incentives
programs often center on tax abatements or duty reduc-
tions. This does not imply less potential for creativity,
and in countries such as Egypt or Malaysia that still regu-
late industries through import duties or local content
requirements, there is potential for crafting incentives
arrangements that can reduce the costs of these regula-

tions to an investor.

CREATIVITY

It is important to keep in mind that, regardless of the location,
there are complex procedures involved in applying for and
securing incentives. Contrary to popular belief, governments do
not simply “give money away,” and there are strict rules and reg-
ulations that determine how taxpayer money is spent in any part

of the world. Within the context of these regulations, creativity

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does not mean finding loopholes or bending the rules. On the
contrary, it seeks to combine and adapt existing programs to
meet an investor’s needs.

Each investment project is different, and what may be
important for one company may not matter to another. For
some companies, tax incentives are not a factor in the early
stages of a project, whereas customized training assistance to
develop necessary skills is critical. For other companies, the
timing of incentives — including when the benefits are
approved and paid out — and the need for tailored support
with complex infrastructure or logistical issues are high priori-
ties. On the other side of the coin, communities need to under-
stand what is driving a company’s project and how they can
provide support given their particular set of incentives pro-
grams and regulations.

Clearly, the incentives programs in many locations can look
very much the same on paper. Very often, though, the way they
are tailored to the specific needs
of a company is what really deter-
mines how valuable incentives are
and what makes them an impor-
tant factor in differentiating
among locations during the site

selection process.

A desirable
business location is a central
location — close to suppliers and
customers, accessible by a vari-
ety of transportation options.

It's in a place
where government is eager to
serve, where the business climate
is friendly, where costs are low.

While other states might also

of politics. Our new-business project managers have spent an average of 10 years on the job. So rather than
wasting time getting to know an all-new staff with every change of the guard, you make one call to a knowledge-
able veteran who will get you the information you need.

Atlanta-based Jim Medbery, a senior vice president for the site-consulting firm Binswanger Corporation, says he
speaks regularly with fellow consultants around the country, and the consensus is that Kentucky has a lot to offer.

“We all kind of compare notes, and Kentucky always rates as one of the most pro-business states out there,” says
Medbery, who estimates he has been involved in 40 major plant locations in Kentucky, totaling 15 million square feet.
His Kentucky deals have included Cummins Engine, Land O’Frost Foods, American Greetings, and many others.

“We think Kentucky has the best incen-
tive program of any of the Southeastern
states,” he says. “They are very aggressive
with regard to corporate tax abatements
and other incentive programs that are
designed to offset the cost of opening and
occupying a facility.”

Land O’Frost, a lunchmeat manufactur-
er that will hire more than 400 people for a
new facility under construction in Madis-
onville, was already pleased with what it
had heard about Kentucky, and the tax
incentives the state offered sealed the
deal, says Medbery.

Medbery praises what he called the
“very good, strong continuity” among staff with the Kentucky Cabinet for Economic Development. “And the quality of
service they provide is excellent. We're very happy to get our clients involved with them from day one,” he says. “They
are really intelligent, bright, pro-business people, and they’re just great to work with.”

Let’s take a closer look at two of the Kentucky advantages outlined above — low electric rates and logistics.

Instability in oil-producing nations, hurricanes in the Gulf of Mexico, and other factors have caused great fluctua-
tions in the price and supply of oil and natural gas, along with a significant level of anxiety. No state is immune to these
concerns, but Kentucky does offer some advantages. For five consecutive years, the U.S. Energy Information Adminis-
tration has listed Kentucky as having the lowest price in the nation for industrial electricity — more than 12 percent
lower than any other state east of the Mississippi River and more than one-third cheaper than the U.S. average.

Much of Kentucky’s power is generated by coal — a resource that is plentiful beneath our beautiful bluegrass.

What does a reliable, low-cost energy supply mean to business? A lot.

At Eastern Alloys’ Henderson, Ky., plant, it takes a hefty surge of 1750 kilowatt-hours of electricity each day to stay
in production. “Without dependable and affordable electricity, companies can't keep product moving,” says Jon Tay-
lor, plant manager.

“My electric cost is significant, about $30,000 or $40,000 monthly,” he says. “But at our parent plant in New York,
the electric rate is double what | pay in Kentucky. | can run the same product as the New York plant does for a penny
a pound less and that gives me a huge advantage. That's why all the big plants like Alcan and Alcoa are sitting right
here in Western Kentucky.”

Jim Wiseman, vice president of corporate affairs for Toyota Motor Engineering and Manufacturing North America,
Inc., says his company’s auto-assembly plant in Georgetown spends around $2 million a month for power. He esti-
mates the figure would be twice that in many states. “We save several million dollars a year being in Kentucky,” he
says.

Toyota is just one of nearly 500 motor vehicle-related facilities in Kentucky, employing close to 90,000 people —
both suppliers and assembly plants, including Ford and GM as well. “Kentucky has the perfect location in what we

call the automotive corridor, running north to south between 1-65 and I-75,” says Medbery.

CAPE CORAL, FLA., is the largest city in land mass and the most populous city in Southwest
Florida. The Cape is the largest city between Tampa and Miami.

The population is more than 160,000, and the Cape is the
fifth-fastest growing city in the United States with populations
over 100,000 (U.S. Census), adding new residents at the rate
of almost 1,200 per month.

The city is 115 square miles in size, including more than
400 miles of canals and waterfront. The canals provide unpar-
alleled waterfront living, including boating access to the Gulf
of Mexico.

The Cape’s housing stock ranges from single family with a
median price of $207,000, to executive mansions priced in the
millions. About 40 percent of the city’s land is developed. At build-out, the Cape will have a population greater
than 400,000.

The Cape Coral work force is 65,000; 85 percent have earned a high school diploma or post-secondary
degree. The median age is 44.

The city has about 8,000 businesses. The largest sectors are administrative and support services, construc-
tion, professional, scientific, and technical enterprises.

The dominant industrial clusters outside of construction are recreational boatbuilding, environmental tech-
nologies, Internet marketing, and list management.

The Cape has a retail density of only 15 square feet per capita. Its vacancy rates in office, retail, and indus-
trial buildings are less than 1 percent.

The city has 4,560 acres of commercially developable land: 539 acres of industrial and 4,021 acres of
office, retail, and mixed use. The city is actively creating new commercial land through land use and zoning
actions.
